e Only the next 10 riders may be in the warmup arena prior to your run. ALL CONTESTANTS MUST CHECK IN WITH
GATE OFFICIAL as they enter the holding pen. If you have safety issues, please talk to the gateman so that we can
work with you PRIOR to making your run.
